From West Point going South:  

From Washington Gate  to the Camp Bullowa took 23 minutes and is 

approximately 15 miles.  

 Head south on 9W to the Bear Mountain Traf fic Circle.  

 Take W202 at the traffic circle.  You will have Bear Mountain Park on 

your right.  

 Travel approximately 11 miles.   

 Pass the Tompkins Public Library on your right.  

 Just after the Gulf gas station, you will make a right onto W112.  

 Travel approxim ately 1.5 miles to your first stop sign.  At the stop 

sign, make a right onto Franck Road.  

 After about 0.5 miles, you will see the first entrance to Camp Bullowa 

on your right.  You canõt miss it.  There are two statues of boy scouts 

on either side of the entrance gate.  DO NOT TAKE THIS 

ENTRANCE.   

 Continue on for another 0.25 miles.   

 You will see a sign for the Training Center.
