Parking:  

Do not park at the East Pavilion Campsite (the only vehicle authorized is the emergency vehicle provided by the new wolf den). Drop your items, park your vehicle, and then return to set up camp. We can not block the access road. It is the only route on to and off of C.I.

Parking will be at the parade field (denoted with an ‘H’ on the map at Appendix E). By pass the gravel area by the Warner House and continue on until you arrive at the parade field. Enter at the far break in the stone wall. The near break will be used as an exit. Park with ample spacing – do not block other cars in as some parents will be leaving after the evening ceremony. Quartermaster Requirements:  

Advancement and award material requirements are due to the Quartermaster by COB on 30 May, 2007.
Inclement Weather:  

The decision will be made NLT 1200 on Friday, 1 June, 2007 via e-mail to the Den Leaders if the camp out is to be canceled due to inclement weather.  In case the campout is called off, it will not be rescheduled.  In lieu of a campout, there will be a Pack Picnic (location TBD) and Advancement Ceremony on Friday, 8 June, 2007. (1700 – 2000).  
Sanitation:  

a)  Latrines are located approximately 100 meters west of the campsite (by the Warner House). 

b)  Trash:  Each Den is responsible for its own trash.  Bring trash bags.  We are required to pack out our trash.  Each Den will also be responsible for the collection of one bag of trash in the Pack Common Area (the pavilion were we will serve Sat morning breakfast). 

 c)  Potable Water:  There is a potable water source by the latrines (approximately 100 meters west of the campsite by the Warner House). 

It is recommended that you bring your own drinking water.

Food: Dens are responsible for their own food except for breakfast on

Saturday morning.  The Webelos II will provide a breakfast meal (note

headcounts need to be submitted NLT 1200 25 May, 2007) on Saturday.

It is recommended that each den bring at least one grill.

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Appendix F:  Directions to Constitution Island:

-9W south to the Bear Mountain Bridge

-Go over bridge & take LEFT for 9D north (for 9 miles)

-As you enter the town of Cold Spring, turn LEFT (main Street) at the traffic light. (Sunoco station on opposite corner)

-Continue down Main Street & it will dead end at the RR tracks.  Turn LEFT on LUNN Terrace & go over RR trestle.

-Immediately after trestle turn LEFT (Market Street) & go down little hill to RR parking lot & continue STRAIGHT through parking lot

-Keep river on your right & RR tracks on your left.  

-The gate is at the end of parking lot. (you'll see USMA "posted sign")

-The gate will be unlocked but CLOSED, CLOSE GATE BEHIND YOU and continue down private road (marked “service road” on the map below) about 1 mile & it will turn up the hill. 

- Unload your gear at the East Pavilion (A on the map) and then continue down the hill, past the office (LOG CABIN) and park at the rock wall enclosed parade field (H on the map).

Treasure Hunt Information

Historical documents show that the traitor Benedict Arnold was spotted on Constitution Island many times.  Some of the information that he was going to pass to the British may have included important information about the Constitution Island fortifications.  Legend has it that during his many visits to the island he was secretly inspecting the fortifications for the British while at the same time hiding treasure chests of gold and silver.  It is believed that his greed for money was becoming a major force in all of his actions and that after handing the information over to the British he would return to the Island to reclaim his treasure.  Fortunately the British never saw this information and Arnold escaped before he could be captured by the Patriots.  Unfortunately with his escape all evidence of the buried treasure was lost – until now!!  Recently four treasure chests were found on the island.  Each chest is locked with a word combination lock and no one has yet to figure out the secret word to open each chest.  Scouts, it is your mission to figure out the secret word that will open the treasure chest.  Using the map of Constitution Island (click on it for a large version) and the story below, as well as the code and the hints that you will be given at the campout, you will need to search for clues.  These clues will enable you to find the secret word so that you can open a chest and earn a share of Arnold’s lost treasure.
The History of Constitution Island

 

In May 1775 it was decided that Constitution Island would be excellent locations to attack British ships as they attempted to sail up the Hudson River from New York City.  This location was selected because ships had to slow down to navigate the sharp S-turn in the river created by the island.  Bernard Romans was given the task of designing and building the forts and batteries that would be needed.  His plans called for the construction of 5 block houses and several batteries.  This became known as Romans Battery and remnants of this original fortification exist today on Constitution Island.  A review of the Romans plans in late 1775 found a there was a serious flaw.  American cannons could not attack British ships until they had already begun to sail through the S-turn.  In early 1776 construction began at a location east of Romans Battery.  It became know as Gravel Hill Battery and was designed so that cannons could be used to attack ships at long range as they began to navigate the S-turn in the Hudson River.  Unfortunately in October 1777 British troops attacked the island and demolished all of the fortifications.  

Shortly afterwards all of the British troops left Constitution Island and returned to New York City.   In late 1777 General George Washington decided that measures had to be taken to secure the area.  By spring of 1778 key elements of the new and improved Constitution Island fortifications could be seen.  On April 30, 1778 the Great Chain was anchored across the Hudson River.  It was approximately 500 yards long and weighed 65 tons.  Additionally a series of redoubts (a small fort) were built on hills on the island to protect the batteries along the shore and the Great Chain.  Redoubt 5 is a located on a small hill and was designed to protect against an attack coming from the marsh.  It probably had a blockhouse and was manned by 150 men who lived in huts outside the redoubt.  At the western end of Constitution Island Redoubt 7 was built.   Its remnants are an excellent example of dry masonry construction and are the most complete on the Island.
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
